Council Member Diaz then asked Borough Administrator Catrambone about Resolution #148-20 

and whether in a previous resolution awarding a contract for the Architectural Services; if Borough 

Administrator Catrambone remembered Council Member Diaz asking if that contract was for all of 

the services to be provided.  Borough Administrator Catrambone stated that he told her in that 

previous meeting that the contract was only for the architectural services, and not for all of the work 

that needed to be done.
